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These have indeed been great days for Kingdom work. God has blessed us with a great harvest.
1.035 professions of faith were made during Crossover week. There were 108 metro arca
churches participating in one or more of the 13 Crossover ministries. Some 1.800 metro area
workers were joined by approximately 1.200 ministry workers trom outside the metro area to
provide these ministries. This is the largest cooperative effort in the history of Long Run Baptist
Association.

Thank vou so much for the role vou and vour church had in this Kingdom etfort. Crossover has
energized our churches. Follow-up now becomes very important. We encourage each church to
tollow-up on all decisions made for Christ as soon as possible. Statistics show that unless a new
convert soon finds a church home after conversion. making a church home decision becomes
more difficult.
